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Q: How will Producers meet their obligations?

A:   They must all register and most will choose to join a compliance scheme. As 
with WEEE, the Producer will fi nance the treatment and recycling process. 
Many of the WEEE compliance schemes will extend their service to include 
batteries.

Q: Will the toxic substances be printed on the battery?

A:   Yes - Hg, Cd and Pb will be printed below the wheelie bin symbol where they 
are present above permitted levels.

Q:  Nickel Cadmium batteries will be banned. What are the exemptions?

A:   Emergency and alarm systems including emergency lighting
Medical equipment
Cordless power tools (will be reviewed by September 2010)

Q:  When will the battery have to indicate its capacity as no doubt consumers will then be comparing capacity 
versus cost across manufacturers?

A:   By 26 September 2009. Yes, this could lead to an even more competitive market, and maybe some 
obsolescence.
